R/D's interviewed Shaun HAGELINE who related the following in summary but not verbatim unless
indicated.

HAGELINE: : .
Related that on the night in question he was with his friends, Dave KOSCHMAN, Dave FRANCIS,

Scott ALLEN and Jimmy COPELAND. They had been out drinking at a bar. HAGELINE thought the
name of the bar was "Fin McGILLIS" but he wasn't sure.

It was about 2:30 AM when HAGELINE and his friends left the bar. When they left the bar and they
were going to catch a cab back to HAGELINE's apartment. They were walking westbound on the
south side of Division Street west of Dearbom Street. HAGELINE was walking in front of his friends.

HAGELINE realized that his friends weren't behind him and upon looking back, he saw his friends
about twenty (20') feet back. His friends were taiking to four other people, a female and three other
males, all white. As HAGELINE was walking back he realized that his friends were having some

type of minor altercation with these people.

(HAGELINE described the four other people as follows. For purposes of identification the four
persons will be referred to as #1, #2, #3, and #4).

The first person, subject (#1) is M/2/ 25-30 yrs. 6'-6'2" tail, 190-230 lbs. wearing a Black hat and a
gray shirt. :

The second person, subject (#2) is a M/2/25-30 yrs. 5'9°-6' tall, 185 Ibs. with black hair, wearing
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glasses.

The third person, subject (#3) is a M/2/25-30 yrs. 5'8" - 6' tall NFD.
The fourth person (#4) is a F/2/25-30 yrs. with blond hair NFD.

When HAGELINE walked up to the group, he tried to calm things down. HAGELINE attempted to
pull Dave KOSCHMAN away a couple of times. ,

“They were calling names back and forth, #1-#2 and Dave KOSCHMAN. | got Dave away for about
10-15 seconds then Dave went back. | turned to get a cab because | didn't think things were going
to diffuse. They were still arguing, [ heard a noise.. like a snap sound, and when | turned back | saw

Dave on the ground.”

HAGELINE went to aid Dave KOSCHMAN who was lying in the street on his back. HAGELINE
stated that he saw that KOSCHMAN's lip was swollen and that he was unconscious. When
HAGELINE was trying to help KOSCHMAN he noticed a knot on the back of his friend's head.

HAGELINE went on to say that while he was trying to help KOSCHMAN, he saw three of the people,
subjects #4, #1 and #3 walking southbound on Dearbomn. "I went up to a policeman that | saw and
told him about the fight and that subject #2 was a part of it. The officer took subject #2 into custody,

putting handcuffs on him.”

HAGELINE and his friends pulied Dave KOSCHMAN out of the street and on to the sidewalk. The
ambulance arrived and KOSCHMAN was transported to the hospital. HAGELINE went with the

police to make a report.

HAGELINE was asked if he saw who hit KOSCHMAN? HAGELINE stated that he didn't see who
actually struck KOSCHMAN but believed it was subject #1. HAGELINE could add nothing further

and the interview was concluded.
